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4. PURPOSE
The procedure specifies the conditions and the way of registering, withdrawing and cancelling the registration of a licence holder as a Balancing Market Participant who operates the Dispatchable Units and/or has Dispatchable Consumers.
5. APPLICATION DOMAIN
This procedure is applied by CNTEE Transelectrica SA and Licence Holders operating the Dispatchable Units and/or having Dispatchable Consumers.
6. REFERENCE DOCUMENTS
1. Electricity and Natural Gas Law 123/2012, with later amendments and additions;

2. Regulation of balancing market operation and settlement approved by Order 31/31.01.2018 of ANRE president, published in Romania’s Official Gazette 166bis / 22.02.2018, in the Agreement called “PPE Regulation";

3. Regulation of calculation and settlement of imbalances produced by balancing responsible parties approved by Order 31/31.01.2018 of ANRE president, published in Romania’s Official Gazette 166bis / 22.02.2018, in the Agreement called “PRE Regulation";

4. Order 32/22.05.2013 of ANRE president approving the Regulation to schedule Generation units and dispatchable consumers, with later amendments and additions, in the Agreement called "RPUPCD";

5. The Technical Code of the Electricity Transmission Network, the edition in force;

6. The Electricity Metering Code, approved by the ANRE President’s Order 103/2015;

7. Operational Procedure TEL 00.45 "Establishing, Updating and Using Financial Guarantees on the Balancing Market", the current version, hereinafter referred to as "PO Guarantees";

8. The Framework Agreement for the Participation to the Balancing Market endorsed by ANRE, the current edition, hereinafter referred to as the PPE Agreement.
7. DEFINITIONS AND ABBREVIATIONS
7.1 Definitions
Within the meaning of this procedure, the meanings of the terms and expressions used are defined in the Law of Energy and Natural Gas 123/2012, with later amendments and additions, in the Technical Code of the Electricity Transmission Network, in the Programming Regulation of generating units and dispatchable consumers, in the PPE Regulation, in the PRE Regulation and in the Electricity Metering Code.

	Ending the Participation Agreement for the Balancing Market
	The operation by which CNTEE Transelectrica SA cancels the registration of a Participant to the Balancing Market in the following situations: 

a) CNTEE Transelectrica SA becomes aware of the bankruptcy or liquidation of the Licence Holder;
b) the Competent Authority informed CNTEE Transelectrica SA that the Licence Holder in question has been or is about to withdraw.

	
	Withdrawing a PPE
	The operation by which a Licence Holder manifests its intention to cease being a Balancing Market Participant. Withdrawal from the Balancing Market can only be motivated by the Licence Holder no longer operating Dispatchable Units and anytime for Dispatchable Consumers.

	
	Cancelling a PPE
	The operation by which CNTEE Transelectrica SA decides that a Participant to the Balancing Market loses its right of collection on the national electricity market. Cancellation applies if a registered Balancing Market Participant does not comply with at least one of the following obligations:

a) Initial registration conditions for participation to the Balancing Market.

b) Obligations under the Participation Agreement for the Balancing Market or the Balancing Market Operation and Settlement Regulation approved by ANRE President’s Order 31/2018

8 MODE OF OPERATION 
8.1 Registering a Balancing Market Participant
1. The registration of a Balancing Market Participant becomes effective from the date of signing the Participation Agreement for the Balancing Market.
2. Technical and commercial requirements
The Balancing Market Participant must meet technical requirements and trade conditions in accordance with the provisions of the PPE and PPE Agreement.
3. Application for EIC code allocation
a) The EIC code is allocated to both PPE and UD belonging to the PPE in question in order to define these entities in the PE platform.
b) The applicant fills in an EIC Code allocation application form for PPE and an EIC Code allocation application form for UD/CD, according to the template in the TEL-01.17-01 form, also available on TEL website: www.transelectrica.ro. This request is sent to the OPE by fax at 021 303 5630 or scanned with the acknowledgment of receipt at eic@transelectrica.ro.
c) The OPE fills in the applicant’s form with the allocated EIC codes and sends it by fax or scanned to the e-mail address with the acknowledgment of receipt within a maximum of two working days of receiving the request.
NOTE
EIC code requests precede the drafting of the PPE application form and the required documentation, the EIC codes being required to complete them.
4. Required documents for registering a PPE
a) Application form for registering on the PE;

Each applicant must apply for registration in writing, by filling in the application for registration as PPE, TEL-01.17-02 form.
b) PPE contact information;
The form called "PPE Contact information" (TEL-01.17-03 form is filled in with the data of persons authorised to act on behalf of the licence holders on the PE platform.
c) Technical data of UD 
For each of the Dispatchable Units belonging to the new PPE, TEL-01.17-04 form will be filled in with the required data. 

d) Other documents requested to register a PPE
· copy of the generation and/or supply licence;
· copy of the certificate of conformity (qualification) for all UDs;
· copy of the certificate of conformity (qualification) for all CDs; 
· copy of the registration certificate with the National Trade Register Office;

· bank details, account.

· The Participation Agreement for the Balancing Market downloaded from the website www.transelectrica.ro, signed in two copies (one for TEL and one for PRE);
At TEL's request, the PPE will present the original proof of the deposit of the Financial Guarantee, according to the PO Guarantees, if the PPE will delegate the responsibility for balancing to another registered PRE. 
The documents specified above will be submitted to TEL at least 15 (fifteen) days before the specified date for registration as PPE. The application for registration with the PE and the documentation are submitted to the TEL registry or they are sent via mail/fast mail. 
5. TEL checks the information submitted by the applicant. If information is missing or it’s insufficient, it will send the applicant a notification to complete the documentation submitted.
6. TEL may duly refuse the applicant's application for registration, stating the reasons for the refusal (e.g. non-compliance by the applicant with the technical conditions).
7. Once all the information has been verified and accepted, TEL signs the Balancing Market Participation Agreement and it sends the applicant the copy signed by TEL representatives.
8. After verification and acceptance of the documents, TEL shall electronically send to the OPE scanned copies of the forms TEL 01.17-03, TEL-01.17-04 and the tax registration certificate submitted by the applicant. These documents contain the data required to implement the PE platform into the database and create the PPE user account.
9. Additional information may be requested from TEL via e-mail at comercial.piata.echilibrare@transelectrica.ro.
8.2 Conclusion of the Participation Agreement for the Balancing Market and the registration of the PPE 
In order to register as a PPE, licence holders operating UD/CD must sign the Participation Agreement for the Balancing Market. After the confirmation of being registered as PPE, TEL will add PPE to the Balancing Market Participant Registry and the UD/CD belonging to it (PE Registry), starting with the requested date mentioned in the PPE registration form.

PPE will receive from TEL a written confirmation of the registration. 
8.3 Updating the Reference Data of a PPE
1. TEL is responsible for updating the Reference data of all PPE registered based on the update requests issued by them. If any of the technical, commercial, financial, or contact data of a registered PPE has changed, the person appointed by PPE should immediately inform TEL of these changes in writing within 1 (one) working day since the change in question output change by mail, fax or e-mail, filling in TEL 01.17 -05 form. TEL operationally informs OPE about the updating of the PPE Reference data.
2. Upon receipt of the data, with the agreement of the OPE, TEL shall operate the necessary changes in the PE registry and shall send a confirmation to the PPE, on the acceptance of the modifications of the reference data. 

3. If the data and information submitted by the PPE are complete, TEL shall update the PPE reference data within 2 (two) working days since receipt of the request.
8.4 Merging, split and delegation of some PPE
1. If, through the merging of two or more Licence Holders registered as PPE a new entity emerges, or a Licence Holder registered as PPE splits into several independent entities, each new entity will follow the registration steps, while the PPE meeting the withdrawal conditions from the Balancing Market under the PPE Regulation must follow the withdrawal steps from this market.
2. If a registered PPE delegates his/her rights and responsibilities to another PPE, he /she shall take responsibility explicitly for the newly established UDs/CDs by updating the reference data according to this procedure.
3. If at least one PPE denounces the agreement of delegation of rights and responsibilities as PPE for certain UDs/CDs, it is obliged to inform TEL and all responsibilities and rights as PPE are to be reassigned to each party for each UD/CD that is operated. Updating of PPE data will be made in accordance with item 8.3 of this procedure.
8.5 Withdrawal, recalling and cancellation of the registration of an PPE in the PE Registry 
8.5.1 Withdrawal of a PPE from PE
1. If a registered PPE no longer operates UD or, at any time, in the case of a CD, he/she will fill in and submit the TEL 01.17 -06 form to notify TEL of its withdrawal as PPE, at least one month in advance to the specified date at which the PPE registration has to be cancelled. TEL will verify the existence of the withdrawal conditions, the status of its payment obligations to TEL, and if these are met, it will cancel the PPE registration in the PE Registry.

2. After the cancellation of the registration, within 1 (one) working day, TEL will inform OPCOM, OPE, OMEPA and ANRE.

3. If the applicant has timely and accurately submitted all the necessary data and information, TEL shall cancel his/her registration as PPE on the date specified by the applicant in the application.

4. Information on the withdrawal of PPE will be listed in the PE Registry and it will be published by TEL at https://www.transelectrica.ro/web/tel/piata-de-echilibrare

8.5.2 Cancellation of a PPE 

1. Cancellation of the PPE registration may take place in any of the following situations:

a. if the PPE no longer fulfils one or more of the conditions required for the registration as PPE at some point,

b. if the PPE does not comply with the requirements of the Participation Agreement for the Balancing Market,

c. If the PPE is repeatedly found guilty of non-compliance with the rules applicable to the PE, including settlement rules.

2. On the first working day following the one in which the failure to comply with the above was noted, TEL shall notify the PPE of a cancellation notice for a period of 30 (thirty) working days.

3. During the cancellation period, the PPE is obliged to take responsibility for all the obligations of the PE participant, but the collection rights on the Balancing Market are cancelled.

4. If a cancelled PPE demonstrates that it has fulfilled its outstanding obligations during the cancellation period, TEL will annul the cancellation on the day of delivery immediately following the date on which it was shown that the causes leading to the cancellation of the PPE have been eliminated. Annulment of cancellation shall be communicated in writing to the PPE and to OPCOM, OMEPA, OPE and ANRE and it shall be mentioned in the PE registry.

5. Once the cancellation annulled, the PPE regains its right of collection from the PE.

6. The information on cancellation/annulment of cancellation of the PPE will be mentioned in the PE Registry and it will be published by TEL on the website at: https://www.transelectrica.ro/web/tel/piata-de-echilibrare.

7. Cancellation from the Balancing Market does not exonerate the Licence Holder in question from paying all the outstanding payment obligations to TEL in accordance with the provisions of the signed Balancing Market Agreement and the PPE Regulation and from providing the balancing energy required by TEL without having the right to receive payments on the PE. PPE rights shall only take effect upon the cancellation annulment of the Licence Holder as a PPE.

8. If, within 30 (thirty) days since the cancellation, PPE has not fulfilled its outstanding obligations, TEL shall notify the PPE of the extension of the cancellation until the PPE has complied with the outstanding obligations.

9. The registration of a PPE will be automatically cancelled if the Licence of the Participant in question has been withdrawn by ANRE.

8.6 Cancelling the registration of a PPE in the PE Registry
If a Participant to the PE withdraws or he/she is cancelled from the PE, after all payments made by the PPE in question, TEL will cancel its registration in the PE Registry while informing PPE, respectively OPCOM, OMEPA and ANRE about this cancellation. 

8.7 Appeal
1. If differences arise in registering, withdrawing or cancelling participants to the balancing market, ANRE’s point of view will be required.

2. If one of the parties does not agree with the foregoing point of view, the parties may call for the disputes to be legally settled.
9 RESPONSIBILITIES
9.1 Licence Holders
Licence holders operating UD are required to register as PPE. Licence holders holding a CD may register as PPE voluntarily.

The legal representative of the Licence Holder who will act as PPE:
1. Designates persons authorised to act on behalf of the licence holder.

2. Check and signs the form for registration/data update/withdrawal as PPE.

3. Signs the Participation Agreement for the Balancing Market downloaded from the website www.transelectrica.ro in two copies, and submits it for signing to TEL.

4. Take the necessary steps to register as PRE and transfer the responsibility for balancing to another PRE, if necessary, in accordance with applicable regulations and procedures.

9.2 CNTEE Transelectrica SA  
1. Checks and validates requests for registration/reference data updates/withdrawal as Participant to the Balancing Market;

2. Manages the PE Registry and UD/CD;

3. Updates the reference data of the registered PPE on the basis of the update requests issued by him;

4. Verifies the existence of withdrawal conditions, including the status of payment obligations and if they are fulfilled, this cancels the PPE's registration in the PE Registry;

5. Makes sure that each PPE has been registered as PRE or his responsibility for balancing has been transferred to another registered PRE;

6. Submits the Participation Agreement for the Balancing Market signed by TEL representatives and ensures the receipt of the copy signed by the PPE representatives;

7. Initiates the process of cancelling a PPE under the conditions laid down in the PPE Regulation and this procedure in the event of default;

8. Notifies the PPE that, within 30 working days, the cancellation of the PPE status is effective and sends an informative note to the OPE, OPCOM, OMEPA and ANRE.

9. Determines the value of the financial guarantee in accordance with the PO Guarantees.

10. Makes sure that there are no outstanding payments for the Licence Holder requesting the cancellation of the PPE registration.

11. Timely communicates to the OPE the accepted reference data/update data of the PPE.
9.3 OMEPA   
Drafts and disseminates to the interested parties ENTSO-E codes related to the metering points for UD, CD on the basis of the annexes to the Metering/Aggregation Agreement and the UD list.
9.4 Balancing Market Operator
1. Assigns EIC codes for UD/CD and PPE;

2. Implements the registration data/update data of the PPE accepted in the PE platform database;

3. Implements the EIC codes related to the metering points for UD and CD received from OMEPA for data transmission.
